
“Bullying Stops Here, Bullying Stops Now,” 
was the theme of this year’s Bully Prevention 
Month for Pitt County Schools.  The Mediation 
Center’s Building Peace in the Schools Program 
and Project Safe Neighborhoods sponsored events 
for grades K-8, in honor of National Crime  
Prevention Month.  Throughout the month,  
approximately 6,195 students and 429 adults 
were served through bullying presentations and 
assemblies, where students and staff learned about 
and defined bullying behavior, learned about the 
consequences of bullying, learned positive  
strategies to deal with bullying, role-played the 
strategies discussed, and recited the program’s 
anti-bullying pledge. Posters, bracelets, coloring 
books, bookmarks, and brochures were also  
available to the elementary and middle schools.

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On October 8, 87 students from Pitt County Schools  
participated in the Pitt County Teen Court Swearing-In  
Ceremony, in order to serve as volunteers for the 2009-2010 
school year.  District Court Judge Gwyn Hilburn charged the 
volunteers to “hold accountable certain peers who have come 
into contact with the law and have committed a delinquent  
offense.”   
 
Teen Court was established in Pitt County in 1996, with the 
help of the Department of Juvenile Justice and  
Delinquency Prevention. The Pitt County Juvenile Crime  
Prevention Council provides the funds necessary to maintain 
the program.   
 
During the 2008-2009 school year, 95 first-time youth  
offenders were served through this program, with the support 
of 101 youth volunteers and 9 adult volunteers, who donated 
over 700 volunteer hours.
